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QUESTION PRESENTED:

When a candidate for federal office lends money to his own election campaign, federal 
law imposes a $250,000 limit on the amount of post-election contributions that the campaign 
may use to repay the debt owed to the candidate. 52 U.S.C. 30116( j). The questions presented 
are as follows:

1. Whether appellees have standing to challenge the statutory loan-repayment limit.

2. Whether the loan-repayment limit violates the Free Speech Clause of the First 
Amendment.
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
